Mentoring Newsletter Article

An unfortunate fact of our current society is that we spend less and less quality time with the people who are the most important to us—our children. Increasing divorce rates and dual-worker families mean fewer children receive full-time parental supervision. They have fewer positive role models in their lives. In fact, studies show that as our media choices have increased since the early 1980s, our time spent together as families has steadily decreased.

Since the inception of the Boy Scouts of America in 1910, one of our main objectives has been to provide strong role models for youth during their formative years. In years gone by, these people were called neighbors, teachers, and community and religious leaders, as well as Scoutmasters. Today, we call them mentors.

No matter the name or title, what our youth need are caring adults who are strong role models. Each year, more than a million adults dedicate themselves to the betterment of our nation’s youth by volunteering with the Boy Scouts of America in Cub Scouting, Boy Scouting, and Venturing. In fact, as part of our commitment to America’s Promise, adult Scout volunteers provided more than 60 million hours of community service above what they normally spend with their youth in packs and troops across the country. 
However, adults are not the only mentors. Earlier this century, the BSA pioneered the concept of peer-to-peer mentoring, or letting youth lead other youth. When older boys lead and plan activities and campouts, younger Scouts learn from their example. Today, that same concept of peer-to-peer mentoring is being used in our nation’s schools, as well as Scouting activities.

Too many wrong choices are available for our nation’s youth. They desperately need, and want, our guidance to successfully navigate the difficult years of adolescence. Being involved in Scouting and mentoring has a powerful impact in the lives of youth. The bottom line is mentoring improves decision-making, builds confidence, and teaches life lessons. And that is what Scouting has always been about—preparing America’s youth for the future.

We want to thank the volunteers in the Buckskin Council for your mentoring of our future leaders.

Summer Camp is approaching quicker than you think. If you have not signed your troop up already you need to call and make reservations and deposits. The Leaders’ Guide will be distributed in the next few weeks. Please encourage all of your Scouts and leaders to attend. The experiences a young man receives at Boy Scout Summer Camp will last a lifetime. Please take a few minutes in your next meeting to talk about summer camp and let parents know about the activities, costs, and dates associated with camp. The Leaders Guide is available online at http://buckskin.org/Programs/SummerCamp/SC_home.htm. The link to the Leader’s Guide is at the bottom right hand side of the page.

Boys

(1) Scout comes with unit furnishing its own leadership and unit eats meals in dining hall: $175,

if paid in full by May 15 and $200, if paid thereafter.

(2) Scout comes with unit furnishing its own leadership and unit furnishes its own food: $110, if paid by May 15 and $115, if paid thereafter. Each Troop should make its own arrangements for food storage. No generators will be allowed in camp. If cooking in camp, adults pay a$10.00 fee for the week if paid by May 15. If paid after May 15 the fee will be $20.00. This fee is for the use of equipment and facilities. Space will not be provided in the walk in coolers for food storage. Dry ice and regular ice can be used to keep food properly stored in coolers in your campsite.

(3) The Provisional Camper Program is designed for scouts who want to attend camp for more weeks than his troop will spend in camp, who are unable to attend when his troop comes to camp, or whose troop cannot attend camp. The fee is $175 if paid before May 15. After May 15 the fee is $200. No exceptions.

Discounts

• If more than one Scout from the same household is attending Buckskin Scout reservation, the fees for each additional Scout will be discounted $30.00.

• If a Scout wants to attend summer camp for more than one week, each additional week will be discounted $30.00.

• If a Scout has been approved for a scholarship from the council, he does not qualify for any other discounts.

• No discount for High Adventure Program.

Refunds

Camping fees are not refundable, but they may be transferred to another Scout coming to Camp. The only refund given from summer camp will be for a medical emergency. This must include a signed doctors excuse and what kind of emergency and a letter from the

Scoutmaster – NO EXCEPTIONS.

Leaders

A leader may attend camp free according to the following schedule. For additional leaders, the fee is $60. If the troop cooks in camp, the additional fee for leaders is $10.00 per leader if paid by May 15.

5-10 Scouts 1 Leader free

11-15 Scouts 2 Leaders free

16-20 Scouts 3 Leaders free

21-25 Scouts 4 Leaders free

26-30 Scouts 5 Leaders free

Campsite Deposit

A Deposit fee of $175.00 is required to reserve a week at BSR for a troop.

With the new "deposit" system -- the $175.00 amount paid “MUST BE” used towards your

summer camp fees. Deposits for next year will be taken starting on December 1st. To

retain your preferred campsite, your deposit must be paid in full to the Council Office by

February 28, 2009. (There will be no roll over on campsite deposits or overpayments. No refunds will be given. Make sure your fee payments are correct.)

   


 


The National Scout Jamboree is quickly approaching and coinciding with the 100th anniversary of Scouting in America it is sure to be the best, most exciting, fun-filled, safest Jamboree ever!  I am happy to report that the Buckskin Council has reserved two full troops for the Jamboree so a total of 80 Scouts and Scouters will have the opportunity to attend this once in a lifetime event and represent Scouting in the Buckskin Council. The adult positions for the Jamboree have been filled but we still have slots for youth to attend. 

Some of the young men in your Units might be asking what there is to do at Jamboree. An easier question for them might be what isn’t there to do at Jamboree. The Jamboree program reflects the skills and activities of Scouting. Scouts will have the opportunity to rappel, scuba dive, kayak, raft, sail. They will have the opportunity for trap shooting, archery, confidence courses. There are not enough hours in the day to experience all of the fun high-energy activities that they will be able to participate in by going to the 2010 National Scout Jamboree. The arena shows and American Indian Village are always highlights for all participants, and truly the Jamboree an opportunity to experience Scouting at its very best. 

Our Council is currently seeking interested Scouts to fill these vacant slots. The Council Jamboree Committee is off and running with a lot of energy, and planning, that will make the experience even better. We are planning a few touring dates before the Jamboree to take in some of the local historical sites. Nestled in the rolling green hills of Virginia Fort A.P. Hill is close to many historical land marks as well as our nation’s capital. The cost for the entire trip is $1500. This includes all of the travel arrangements and participation at the Jamboree. There is a payment program already set up so that parents and Scouts can budget properly for this once in a lifetime experience. To be eligible to attend a Scout must be 12 years old or have completed the 6th grade by July 1st, 2010, but not 18 before August 3rd, 2010. The boy must also be a First Class Scout. To submit an application for Jamboree go to www.MyScouting.org   and log in. Go to the “events registration link” and then to the “Jamboree” link select the Youth Participant application. There is a $10 fee associated with this process. Please print off the confirmation and mail it into the Buckskin Council Service Center with a check for $100 to reserve your spot. Upon completion of this process you will be added to the contingent and receive a payment schedule and other pertinent information.

Please share this information with all interested Scouts and parents as soon as possible. The 2010 National Scout Jamboree is a once in a lifetime opportunity and we want to show the rest of the Scouting Community the very best of Buckskin Council.
